The
shelter has eight veterinary technicians on its
staff, and in addition, a total of 21 individuals on
its entire medical team, including veterinarians,
vet techs and assistants, that support and
administer medical endeavors, giving pets a
second chance at an excellent quality of life. The
staff cares for up to 140 animals daily in the Rees-
Jones Foundation Medical Wing, an onsite hospital
providing x-rays, ultrasounds, laser therapy, and
oxygen treatments. The hospital and staff also
